or running water. Jose is disabled. 

Rosa (37) cleans houses. 
She has three children:
Oscar (15), Alan (13), 
and Fernanda (5). They 
live in a house with walls 
made of wood pallets, 
wrapped with felt paper. 
The floors are made of 
dirt, the roof is made of 
pieces of wood. Their 
home has no windows, 
no electricity, and no 
running water.
